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Course Title: Arabic Language Level 1 (Part 1 of 2) - TEACHING MEDIUM: Arabic & English 

Course Faculty: Arabic Language 

Course Description: 
This level is intended for beginners with very little understanding of the Arabic language. However, the student 
will need to be able to read the Qur’an as this is not the 'First Step to Qur’an' course. In this course students will 
learn vocabulary in addition to reading, writing and speaking drills. This course is based on the Key to Arabic 
book 1 followed by chapters 1 to 10 of the Madinah Book 1. 
 
Course Overview: 
In this course you will learn the following: 
 

 How to read, write and say basic Arabic statements 

 How to ask basic questions using the interrogative particle ‘Maa’ 

 The ‘Idaafa construction’ used to show possession or annexation 

 The use of prepositions and how they affect the vowelling of words 

 Some adjectives and their opposite 

 How to refer to male and female speakers 

 How to describe objects and people 

 The possessive pronouns 

 Build a vocabulary list of approximately 150 words 

 
Course Duration: 
This course is taught over a 3 month period, each week’s lesson consists of 3 hours class time. 
 
Course Materials: 
You will be provided with a course pack consisting of Key to Arabic Book 1 and Madinah Book 1 from which you 
will primarily be taught. You should also bring a notepad and pen to take notes. 
 
Homework: 
For 3 hours of class work you will need to do at least 2 hours of homework and revision each week. As you will 
be learning new words and new grammar rules every week, it is highly recommended that you maintain two 
separate vocabulary and grammar notebooks to supplement you class notes. 
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Examinations: 
A mock exam will take place on week 11 testing what you have learnt thus far; this is just to monitor your 
progress and does not affect your final mark. The final examination takes place on week 11 of the next term 
when you complete Arabic Language Level 1 (Part 2).  
 
Certificates: 
There is no certificate given for this part of the course as this level is split over two terms.
