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Course Title: First Step to Qur'an 

Course Faculty: Qur'an and Tajweed 

Course Description: 
This course is for those students who wish to take their first steps into reading and writing the Arabic script of 
the Qur’an. Students will learn the alphabet with the correct pronunciation (Makhraj), will be able to recognise 
letters and vowels to read short verses from the Qur’an as well as essential supplications for Salah. In this 
course we promise you will receive personal attention from an excellent teacher with special interpersonal and 
communication skills. Our aim in this course is to help you break down those barriers to vast oceans of 
knowledge. 
 
Course Overview: 
In this course you will learn the following: 
 

 How to read the Arabic letters found in the Qur’an accurately from the places of emanation (Makhaarij) 

 How to recognise the vowel markings (Harakaat) 

 Learn to read the ‘Uthmani script 

 Learn to write the letters (Huroof) 

 How to recognize unusual joined-up forms of the letters 

 Learn some Arabic phrases and Duas and pronounce them correctly 

 Become confident enough to recite some short Surahs 

Course Duration: 
This course is taught over a 3 month period, each week’s lesson consists of 3 hours class time. 
 
Course Materials: 
You will be provided with our own specially designed Tayyibun Institute First Step to Qur’an© course book from 
which you will primarily be taught. You may also bring a notepad, pen to take notes and your own Mushaf 
(copy of the Qur’an) if you wish. 
 
Homework: 
For 3 hours of class work you will need to do at least 1 hour of homework and revision each week. As you are 
learning to read the Qur’an, it is recommended that you recite the Qur’an on a regular basis as much as 
possible. 
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Examinations: 
A mock exam (testing theory only) will take place on week 7; this is just to monitor your progress and does not 
affect your final mark. The final examination consisting of theory and recitation takes place on week 11, your 
final mark determines if you will be able to continue on to the next level. The pass mark for this course is 50%. 
 
Certificates: 
You will receive an in-house certificate recognizing your achievement in this course. 
 
Course Fees:

Progression: 
After studying this course you will be able to read the Qur’an in a slow pace and will be confident enough to 
continue your study in this field moving onto Tajweed ul Qur’an Level 1.
