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Course Title: Tajweed ul Qur’an Level 3 (Tarteel)

This level is for those students who have successfully studied all rules up to Tajweed ul Qur’an level 2 Advanced 
and now wish to apply the rules through practice and learn how to recite the Qur’an in a slow measured 
rhythmic manner as ordered in the beautiful Qur’an “and recite the Qur’an in slow measured rhythmic tones 
“*Surat Muzzammil, verse 4+.

 Other rules and exceptional cases of recitation 

 Gaining proficiency and fluency in recitation 

 How to beautify your recitation 
 
Course Duration: 
This course is taught over a 3 month period, each week’s lesson consists of 3 hours class time. 
 
Course Materials: 
You will be provided with our own specially designed Tayyibun Institute Tajweed ul Qur’an Level 2 Advanced© 
course book from which you will primarily be taught. You should also bring a notepad, pen to take notes and 
your own Mushaf (copy of the Qur’an) if you wish. 
 
Homework: 
For 3 hours of class work you will need to do at least 2 hours of homework and revision each week. As you are 
learning to read the Qur’an, it is recommended that you recite the Qur’an on a regular basis as much as 
possible. 
 
Examinations: 
A mock exam (testing theory only) will take place on week 7; this is just to monitor your progress and does not 
affect your final mark. The final examination consisting of theory and recitation takes place on week 11, your 
final mark determines if you will be able to continue on to the next level. The pass mark for this course is 50%. 
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Certificates: 
You will receive an in-house certificate recognizing your achievement in this course.
